th
 year, the State Association of the New Jersey Elks gathered together to complete the 

State fiscal year, and to install new State officers for the 2010/2011 year.  Thursday night the Asso-
ciation held an open party for all New Jersey Elks at the Wildwood Convention hall. A good time 
was had by all who attended, and was a nice beginning to the weekend. Friday was the morning 
business session where the State year was closed out with reports by many Elks State Commit-
tees. Lou Sottnick Exalted Ruler of the Greater Wildwood Elks Lodge opened with a warm welcome 
to all to Wildwood. Outgoing State President Tom Zisa presided over the morning session and there 
were many highlights throughout the morning. 
 
Brigantine Lodge, as always, along with the rest of the Lodges in New Jersey made a donation to 
Camp Moore at this morning session. Richard Poole Leading Knight presented our donation, and in 
the end our Lodge tied for first for the largest donation to the Camp this year. Four Thousand Dol-
lars is a lot of money, but thanks to the Nashville Night Committee, Brigantine Lodge was recog-
nized throughout the State for our generosity.
