In July 2007, my friend and fellow Elk, Mae Campbell, told me the story of how her parents were very 
devoted to what was then called Atlantic City Hospital, now AtlantiCare Regional Medical Center. When 
Maeôs parents died, the family requested that in lieu of flowers, a donation to the hospital in their memory 
would be appreciated. Joseph and Josephine Russo were so well liked in the community that donations be-
gan to pour in to the hospital.  
The hospital contacted Mae and told her that they would like to have a plaque made in her parents memory. 
The plaque was made and hung in the Emergency Department. As the years went by and the community 
grew, the Emergency Department was renovated again and again. 
The plaque went missing. Mae asked me if I could try to find it and I promised her I would.  
I made it a mission to find the plaque.  A few of the maintenance people and I searched all corners of the 
hospital but after almost two years we had no luck. I called the Public Relations 
department and told them how much it meant to Mae. They said if the plaque 
couldnôt be found, they would make another one. Two weeks ago I received a call telling me that the plaque 
was ready. It was installed on the wall of the new ARMC Emergency Department. We took Mae to see the 
new plaque this weekend.  It was a very poignant moment watching Mae run her fingers over her parentsô 
names.
