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In the spring, the larger of our two CDs matured for approximately $60,000 this money 
was held in the Mortgage checking account to ensure all the work related to the fire back 
in April was paid.  The insurance payments have covered all our expenses.  The Trus-
tees agreed that the best use of the monies at this time was to pay down a portion of the 
outstanding mortgage principle.  A motion was made and passed at the General meeting 
to pay the portion of the mortgage which was classified as Long Term Liability on the 
March 31, 2010 Balance Sheet in the amount of $54,394.  This action will enable us to 
pay off the balance of the mortgage by the end of the April 2011. 
 
The Trustees approved the motion for the Lodge to obtain a credit card to be used for 
online transactions and small purchases.  The card will be held by the Treasurer and only 
with the approval of the Exalted Ruler may it be used.
